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BUTT STOCK BINDING

Open the butt stock
part of The Brown
Bag Sling to
accept the butt of
the firearm as
shown in the adjoining
photograph. Notice
one side of the stirrup
(strap across the butt
plate or pad) will slide
along the portion of the
webbing that encircles
the stock. This is to allow nominal adjustment to center the
stirrup in the middle of the butt plate/pad, as pictured.
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The extended portion STIRRUP
(strap) of The Brown
Bag Sling should be
pulled firmly, working to
remove all of the slack
from the butt stock
binding. The butt stock
binding should fit
snugly around the stock
of the firearm without
any looseness to
acquire a firm grasp of
the stock and to
prevent slipping, as
pictured.
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
